Emma settles into new role in the community

DOWNHAM’S new community development
officer, Emma van Deventer, has for the past few
weeks been working mostly behind the scenes
getting to know the area and local community
groups and committees.

She describes her role as “a point of contact
between community groups, schools and charities
etc and the town council”.

Emma, from Norwich, added: “One of my
primary aims is to help set up a youth forum, and
the beginnings of this include my involvement in
DM Summer 2006.

“As well as helping to market and organise the
event, I’m helping to develop the questionnaire
we hope the young people will fill in on the day.

“This is a good way to tap into what the youth
really want, and a great chance for those that do

have something to say, to say it.”

Another responsibility for her is to work with
the town council’s administrator, Kate Martin, to
arrange town square events.

Emma said: “We have great plans for the
summer with children’s entertainers, local bands,
a craft fair and whole range of other events as
well. Towards Christmas, we’re hoping to get the
draught set used and we really want events to
appeal to people of all ages.”

With a background in teaching and a love of
drama, she hopes eventually to promote an
extended school scheme, whereby schools open
their doors to the community to bring more
school activities such as plays into the town.

“A great site for these,” she said, “would be the
town hall and it’s something I’m working on!”

Emma is also involved in helping to get the
town’s Community Forum up and running, and
said: “There is a rich vein of groups in Downham
and one of my hopes is to draw out all different
members of the community and get them in touch
with each other, to share ideas and resources.
Also, they could work with town council to help
raise the profile of Downham for tourism.

“Most importantly, though, I really do need the
community to support me, especially with their
solutions, ideas, and visions, and would love to
hear from anybody with any of these, from youth
age upwards.”
