Don’t miss out on
your chance to

EVERY year, West Norfolk Council
updates its Register of Electors by
undertaking a canvass of borough
residents.

Towards the end of August, forms
were hand-delivered to every
residential property in the borough.
Residents are required by law to
complete and return the form. Anyone
who does not appear on the register
will not be able to vote at
parliamentary, European
parliamentary or local government
elections.

To make it even easier to register
this year, the council has introduced a
freephone telephone registration
service and an internet registration
service that can be used if there are no
changes to the details shown on the
form.

The freephone telephone service

will be available 24-hours a day, seven
days a week throughout the
registration period by dialling 0800
197 9890.

For anyone whose first language is
not English, there is an alternative
number 0800 107 9890, where the
service is provided in Cantonese,
Latvian, Lithuanian, Polish,
Portuguese or Russian. The service is
a fully automated, touchtone service,
which, after keying in a unique, two-
part security code, prompts the caller
to confirm the household details.

The internet registration service is
available at
www.registerbyinternet.com/ bcklwn
throughout the registration period.
Again the unique two-part security
code printed on the registration form
is required to access this service and it
can only be used where there are no

vote

changes to the details shown on the
form. The secure website provides
clear instructions and enables
registration details to be confirmed
swiftly.

Both services can be utilised to
allow residents to 'opt out'. That is to
have their names removed from the
edited version of the register that is
available for general sale. All names
will still appear on the full register,
but this is not available for general
sale.

Where changes need to be made to
the details shown on the form, the
form itself must be completed and
returned to Electoral Registration at
the borough council.
