TOWN Mayor Mick Ford gave warm
praise to dozens of young people from
Downham and district at a special
awards night.

He told a packed audience at the town hall:
“We are celebrating all that is good in our
younger citizens. We hear and see so much
anti-social behaviour that we begin to think that
all young people are a problem.

“This evening shows the opposite – namely
that the vast majority of young people do aspire
to be good citizens. Every young person here
tonight is an inspiration to us all.” 

Mr Ford had instigated the Mayor’s Young
People’s Award for Citizenship and was on the
panel of judges  which had the task of looking
through the nominations.

He added: “Little did I or my council col-
leagues realise just how successful the idea
would be to celebrate the efforts and achieve-
ments of our young people. 

“Every young person nominated has
received a certificate and originally there was
only going to be one special presentation to the
person the panel felt stood out among so many
worthy nominees. However, we were unable to
separate the final five candidates who each
receive a certificate and a £25 voucher.”

The main prizewinners were nine-year-old
Nathan Brown of Stow Bridge; Grace and
Hudson Tong of Masefield Drive, Downham;

Daryl and Jamie Ward from Lakesend.
A total of 72 young people were awarded

certificates – although not all were able to be
present on the night.

Entertainment was provided by singer Emily
Creed, dancer Nikki Carter and the choirs from
Hillcrest and Wimbotsham schools.
