DOWNHAM College sixth
formers voiced their own views
about the town during a recent
civic visit.

The young people listened intently as
Downham Town Mayor, Mick Ford, and
town councillor Sheila Nunn, spoke
about various aspects of local politics,
the Citizens’ Charter, and other aspects
of civic life.

They were joined by Councillor Val
Starling, and Emma van Deventer, the
town’s community development officer.

“The ownership of several building
within Downham was transferred from
the Town Council to the Borough
Council during the 1970s,” explained
Cllr Ford, who was impressed with their
input. “They were very interested in
what had happened and felt the
buildings concerned were part of our
heritage and should be returned to local
ownership.”

Other topics that surfaced during the
visit included future events in the town,
and a brief lament over the washout at
this summer’s youth event.

“They particularly want to see more
events in the centre of the town rather
than on the outskirts, saying that the
Howdale would be a good venue, and
we have told them we will try to move
their ideas forward,” he said, adding
that he had also outlined his plans for
giving young people recognition and
reward for outstanding citizenship.

Sheila Nunn outlined the Citizens’
Charter, to which some former High
School pupils had contributed, and both
she and her colleague vowed to return
later in the year with three copies to be
displayed at different sites within the
college and school.

There was an earlier meeting with the
head teacher, followed by a tour of the
school, and the mayor accepted an
invitation to be guest speaker at the
Sixth Form Annual Awards evening this
month.

The occasion will give him an
opportunity to promote his ideas for his
Mayor’s Young People’s Award for
Citizenship, and encourage participation
in the scheme.

other.”

All these ideas came from a meeting of

Downham Forum of Community Groups at

the town hall.
After discussions with members of local

groups, it was decided the Forum should be

dissolved.
But it was felt the community fair was

one of the productive attributes to come out
of the Forum and should continue, with the

money from the Forum being made
available for future community fairs.

It was agreed that the next should be
held in the town next September.

The town council is also to be asked if a

community notice board could be centrally

located in the town.
